Gospel Reading: John 14:1-14

This acclamation heralds the reading of the gospel.

Jesus said, ‘All who see the Son and believe in
him may have eternal life; and | will raise them up on the last day.’

‘Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God, believe also in me. In
my Father’s house there are many dwelling-places. If it were not so, would
| have told you that | go to prepare a place for you? And if | go and prepare
a place for you, | will come again and will take you to myself, so that where
| am, there you may be also. And you know the way to the place where |
am going.” Thomas said to him, ‘Lord, we do not know where you are going.
How can we know the way? Jesus said to him, ‘| am the way, and the truth,
and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. If you know
me, you will know my Father also. From now on you do know him and have
seen him.” Philip said to him, ‘Lord, show us the Father, and we will be
satisfied.” Jesus said to him, ‘Have | been with you all this time, Philip, and
you still do not know me? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father. How
can you say, “Show us the Father”? Do you not believe that | am in the
Father and the Father is in me? The words that | say to you | do not speak
on my own; but the Father who dwells in me does his works. Believe me
that | am in the Father and the Father is in me; but if you do not, then believe
me because of the works themselves. Very truly, | tell you, the one who
believes in me will also do the works that | do and, in fact, will do greater
works than these, because | am going to the Father. | will do whatever you
ask in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If in my name
you ask me for anything, | will do it.

Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.
Glory to you, O Lord.

It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, always and everywhere to give you
thanks, almighty and eternal Father, and on this day of our redemption to
celebrate with joyful hearts the memory of your wonderful works. For by
the mystery of his passion Jesus Christ, your risen Son, has conquered the
powers of death and hell and restored in men and women the image of your
glory. He has placed them once more in paradise and opened to them the
gate of life eternal. And so, in the joy of this Passover, earth and heaven
resound with gladness, while angels and archangels and the powers of all
creation sing for ever the hymn of your glory:

All sing Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and
earth are full of your glory. Hosanna in the highest. Blessed is he
who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest.

Lord, you are holy indeed, the source of all holiness; grant that by the power
of your Holy Spirit, and according to your holy will, these gifts of bread and
wine may be to us the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ; who, in the
same night that he was betrayed, took bread and gave you thanks; he broke
it and gave it to his disciples, saying: Take, eat; this is my body which is given
for you; do this in remembrance of me. In the same way, after supper he
took the cup and gave you thanks; he gave it to them, saying: Drink this, all
of you; this is my blood of the new covenant, which is shed for you and for
many for the forgiveness of sins. Do this, as often as you drink it, in
remembrance of me.

Great is the mystery of faith:
Christ has died: Christ is risen: Christ will come again.

And so, Father, calling to mind his death on the cross, his perfect sacrifice
made once for the sins of the whole world; rejoicing in his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension, and looking for his coming in glory, we
celebrate this memorial of our redemption. As we offer you this our sacrifice
of praise and thanksgiving, we bring before you this bread and this cup and
we thank you for counting us worthy to stand in your presence and serve
you. Send the Holy Spirit on your people and gather into one in your
kingdom all who share this one bread and one cup, so that we, in the
company of the Blessed Virgin Mary, St Andrew and all the saints, may praise
and glorify you for ever, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with
whom, and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be
yours, almighty Father, for ever and ever. Amen.
